Perform a variety of entry-level technician duties related to the development or creation of digitized maps through
global positioning system (GPS) to assist in coordinating and participating in the design, development, and
construction of City infrastructure.

Meet performance standards established with the employee’s manager.

Use GPS survey instruments for daily processing of field-collected data. Assist in developing geographic database
structure, tables, forms, and reports.

Communicate with city departments, outside agencies, and the public to coordinate work processes and project
completion. Assist in GIS fieldwork locating city culinary infrastructure with the use of GPS survey equipment.

Perform other duties as assigned.
